Base 
1 cup SR flour 
3/4 cup desiccated coconut 
1/2 cup firmly packed brown sugar 
125 g melted butter 
2tblspoon extra coconut 

Caramel  
60g butter 

400g can condensed milk 
2 tblspoon golden syrup  

Marshmallow 
1 cup castor sugar 
1 tblspoon gelatine 
1 cup water 
1 teaspoon vanilla essence   

 

grease 20x30 cm lamington pan line base and side with baking paper extending 2 cm over top of pan 

 

combine flour coconut sugar and butter in a bowl press into base of pan using the back of a spoon bake in mod oven 
15 minutes then cool 

 

combine condensed milk with butter and syrup in pan. whisk until butter is melted then simmer stirring for about 8 
minutes, then  

 

spread over cooled base. 

 

combine sugar water and gelatine in pan stir over low heat do not allow to boil until dissolved 

 

simmer while stirring for 5 minutes allow to cool 

 

transfer to mixing bowl and beat until mixture hold shape add vanilla and beat until combined 

 

spread over caramel layer top with toasted coconut 

 

place in fridge for 2 hours to set then cut and enjoy.
